  VENUE:    The Courtyard Studio
The Courtyard Studio is the Canberra Theatre’s rehearsal space that doubles as the perfect venue for entertaining, corporate functions / meetings, exhibition space, and as an intimate performance space.

The Courtyard Studio can seat up to 90 people comfortably for a performance.  For entertaining it can seat 100 and for cocktail parties it has a capacity of 140 people.

Floor

The floor is parquetry laid directly on top of a concrete slab.  If the floor is deemed to be unsuitable for the purpose of the hire, the hirer shall, at its own cost, provide suitable floor treatment so that the floor is appropriate for the activity the hirer is undertaking in the Courtyard Studio.  The hirer undertakes not to damage the parquetry or any other property of the Canberra Theatre Centre during the period of hire and undertakes to make good all damages caused by it or its invitees or servants or agents.

Pyrotechnics/Naked Flame

The Operations Manager must approve any and all use of pyrotechnics or open flame.   A demonstration of the effect may be required at the discretion of the Operations Manager and / or the local fire safety section or dangerous goods to determine the safety of the device and its use.
Smoke machines may NOT be used at any time in The Courtyard Studio.
Parking

There is no parking for truck or cars at the Canberra Theatre Centre.  

A pay carpark is available 50 metres away.
Keys

Once a swipe security deposit has been paid to the Canberra Theatre Centre, a set of keys will be made available for your access to the venue.

The set contains a swipe and a lighting cupboard key which also unlocks the boom gate, allowing cars to reverse closer to the double door for loading in and out.

Seating Structure

As the venue is utilised by many different groups with different requirements, the venue is hired out as a black box without the seating installed. However upon request we can supply rostra and seating which can be configured in either portrait or landscape to accommodate up to 90 patrons. 

Safety inspection

At the discretion of Canberra Theatre Centre management, a safety check may be conducted relating to audience facilities and technical equipment within The Courtyard Studio.  

If possible, a plan of the set should be forwarded to the venue in order to ascertain and solve any safety issues that may arise before the bump in occurs.

At the end of the Hirer’s bump in, or as soon as possible after the bump in, a venue technician will do a risk assessment of the set and lighting set up. If the set up is deemed unsafe or does not conform to the venue’s safety standards, it is the responsibility of the Hirer to ensure any safety concerns are addressed before an audience may have access to the performance space.

It is also the responsibility of the Hirer to ensure that the venue’s safety standards are maintained throughout the run of the show, including ensuring: set rigging is properly secured; all lights are secured by safety chains; all leads are taped down or inaccessible to audience; no trip hazards exist and that occupancy limits are observed.
There must always be a minimum one metre clear, uncluttered corridor maintained at all times for all patrons and performers from the dressing rooms, seating area and performance space to at least two of The Courtyard Studio’s emergency exits.

The exit lights over at least two of The Courtyard Studio emergency exits must be visible from every part of The Courtyard Studio.
The cast and crew of the hiring company will be briefed in the Canberra Theatre Centre’s evacuation procedure and one member should accept the role of fire warden.  
If at any time there is a question over the safety of a planned set up in The Courtyard Studio that cannot be resolved by Canberra Theatre Centre staff, the ACT Fire Brigade will be asked to review the plan.

Extra equipment may be available by negotiation and may incur the appropriate hire charge.

The Courtyard Studio has six pipes attached to the ceiling at approx. 2 metres apart running the length of the room. There are a further twelve pipes attached with scaffolding clamps at approx. 1.3 metres apart running across the room. These pipes MUST NOT be moved. Canberra Theatre Centre staff will add any other pipe work at the hirer’s expense and with enough advance notice.

NOTE: The Canberra Theatre Centre reserves the right to alter this list as circumstances dictate.
Lighting Equipment Set-up Procedure

Unpack all the separate components of the lighting control system and carefully follow this procedure.            

Unfold the four legs on the base of the desk and then open the desk.                                                                                          

Connect the attached data cable to the processor (black box) to S Bus port (marked "Desk")     

Connect the mouse to the 9 pin port on the rear of the desk. 

Connect the VDU to the 15 pin port on the processor box marked "Monitor".  

Connect the Mini Keyboard to the port on the rear of the processor box marked "K/B"             

Connect the light grey cable to DMX 1 outlet on the rear of the processor box and the other end to the first Bytesize Dimmer Rack.

Connect the power cables to the VDU and the Processor box and switch the system on.

Please do not restrict airflow to the equipment. Use only Strand formatted floppy discs.

Under no circumstances pass any cables through the doorway to the switch room. 

Use the access hole above patch outlets 13,14,15.

Lighting Equipment Pack-up Procedure

Please de-rig all the lanterns EXCEPT the Pattern 60's and hang them neatly on the bar nearest the switch room.

The 8 Pattern 60's are patched separately in two rows of fours and may be utilised as houselights. Please leave them rigged and patched.

Roll up all the extension leads and place them back on the hooks provided in the switch room.

Unplug the VDU, DMX and power cables. 

Close the lid of the lighting control desk.

Place the mouse and keyboard in the side pigeon hole of the crate and tuck the cables out of the way. 

Put the monitor on the brown shelf. 

Place the crate on the base of the road case and carefully put the lid back on. Lock all four catches and place the case in the switch room.

The switch room is to be left neat and tidy and all gaffer or electrical tape removed from pipe work.

Login Instructions

1. Ensure you are within a WiFiZone hotspot location
